Unfortunately, his undeserving son, NIN-GAL, 

inherited the title. Since his unwilling descent into the 

history books, Alcredes has been absent from the 

spotlight.

With enemy soldiers on her heels, Zira 
Enlil Zhor makes a last stand in the 
Temple of EL, only to succumb to her 
husband’s blade. She leaves behind 
secrets to enormous power, and two 
sons who are key to unlocking them.  



It’s race day on Mu, and Lee must win 

prize money to save the orphanage he 

calls home. During an altercation his dark 

side emerges. An ambitious crook 

recognizes him and sets off to tell Lord 

Arran Andor – Lee’s father who 

sentenced the then 5yr old to death.   

24 years later… 

Els’beth steals an artifact, which 

inadvertently activates Lee’s subdued 

power. 



Lee is fired from his day job, so he opts to do 

something illegal. He gets caught, and ends up 

on Stravos island - on the Capital planet – 

Vega-Prime. 

With Thalia’s help, Lee attempts to escape. He 

stumbles into Lord Alfenestra’s laboratory, 

and gets conned into taking the crazy old man 

with him. 



Stravos island is on high alert. Lord 

Alfenestra tells Lee about his heritage, 

and the path he must take, but, this is not 

something Lee is prepared to do. 

Guards attack, and Lee massacres them. 

The ordeal sends him into shock, and he 

wants nothing more than to disappear. It 

quickly dawns on him that his adopted 

family is in danger. He must get home. 

Lord Arran and Jagaren are on their way 

to Mu. Arran intends to put an end to Lee 

once and for all. 



Lee gets a  terrifying “wake-up call” 

about his role in destiny when he and his crew try to 

steal their way into a crucial race to save their home. 

An ally emerges who sidelines 

Thalia, and sets Lee straight. A course is set for 

Hyperboria-ki, but Lee learns of Arran’s trap on Mu, 

and slips away with Els’beth’s help.

Traps are set by both sides, and Lee 

suffers devastating consequences, but, he wrestles 

away Arran’s true source of power. Despite this, a blow 

to Lee’s soul sends him reeling. Emperor Nin-Gall 

invades Hyperboria-Ki. Els’beth brings hope, which 

ignites Thalia’s jealosy. 

A fragmented flashback episode 

reveals EVERYONE’s past, and brings them into context 

with the now.

On Hyperboria-Ki, Queen Zira’s secret 

temple is breeched, and Nin-Gal and his enemies battle 

to the death. The true nature of a dark force is 

understood, and harnessed.

Sacrifices are made, and plans for 

Hyperboria-ki’s future is set in stone.
